PURPOSE

The purpose of this class is to provide required skills and performance experience to the student for successful transfer to a university intermediate level ballet class. A firm foundation in body placement, balance, and alignment is stressed.  Ballet terminology from the French and Russian schools, review of muscle anatomy, and pointe work will be taught.

Learning Outcomes


-Communicate with clarity and precision

1. The barre lesson presentation will be by verbal instruction only.
2.  Students will be able to demonstrate mastery of ballet terminology through written exams and oral presentations.

3.  Students will use the correct anatomical terms for range of motion, large muscle groups, and skeletal structure.
DRESS CODE

Students in ballet class are required to wear the traditional clothing of ballet. 

Women:  Black leotard, pink tights, pink ballet shoes, ballet skirt optional.  Hair must be secured back and out of the face

Men:  White no-pocket T-shirt, black tights, black ballet shoes or white socks/white shoes.  10% of the student’s final grade is based on appropriate attire.
ATTENDANCE

As in all classes, it is not possible to learn if the student does not attend.  Illness and injury are not necessarily an excuse for non-attendance.  If a student has a minor illness or injury, s/he is expected to attend class to observe, unless permission has been granted by the instructor.  Students are allowed two cuts per semester.   20% of the student’s final grade is based on attendance.

COURSEWORK

Four terminology/vocabulary quizzes will be given during the semester (1/29, 2/17, 3/5, 4/9) as well as one anatomy test.  20% of the final grade is based on the coursework.
A final project creating a complete barre sequence focusing on a specific area of concern will be assigned and presented at the end of the semester.  The student will give only verbal directions when presenting to the other students. 
TECHNIQUE

Students will be assessed on the improvement of their technical ability.  Though physical abilities will vary from student to student, each person is expected to 

develop/improve their skills through knowledge, execution and retention of the  material presented.  50% of the final grade is based on technique.
